Cross the Mapocho River to
reach the bohemian Bellavista district. Visit Vineyards in the different Valleys (e.g.
Maipo & Colchagua Valley) and experience the harvest, a wine-tasting, coach rides,
traditional meals and trekking tours.

ATACAMA DESERT

Discover the driest desert of the world! Drive to the Moon Valley, which fascinates
with silence, moonscape and the snow-capped volcanoes in the background. Stay
one night at a camp/ lodge and stargaze! Visit San Pedro de Atacama, the main city in
the surrounding. Old settlements of the desert and an Inca fortress are worth to be
seen there. In the north-east the El Tatio Geysers, the highest in the world, awaits
you. Sometimes the Vicuias, a kind of wild lama, can be observed.

Program of 5 days.

CHILEAN LAKE DISTRICT & THE TWO CHILEAN ISLANDS

Blue and green lakes, snow-capped volcanoes, thick cold-rain forests and waterfalls
are the reason why the area around Puerto Montt & Puerto Varas is called "Chile’s
Switzerland”.

PATAGONIA — TORRES DEL PAINE NATIONAL PARK

An important touristic place and starting point for excursions to the sensational
Torres Del Paine National Park is Puerto Natales. Cascading waterfalls, roaring creeks,
shimmering lakes and jagged spires of mountains are just a part of what Paine offers.

Climb across rocks and boulders to the lookout “Los Torres”, the base of the Paine-
